In z/VM, this is all we currently get to tell us that a template is at the wrong level—and note, it only pops out when RACFVM starts up (so you can’t check that the required templates have been applied before you bring up the lpar on new maintenance):

Maybe an extension to the “RVARY LIST”, since that already gives information related to the database?
